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Context
In  these  ‘talking  heads’  videos,  I  am  trying  to  make  a
connection between a few concepts to consider the educational
turn in relation to the commons.

Firstly, thinking about the concept of the commons itself. The
commons being a type of resource which is shared, and has a £0
value.

Secondly, considering discursive practices. These are used as
a means to provide discussion within contemporary art and are
often  framed  as  ‘educational’  or  ‘relational’  programmes
within institutions (museums, biennials etc.)

Many contemporary commons initiatives have been formed through
reading groups and informal means of postgraduate education.
These  projects  often  form  as  a  result  of  financial
constraints.  I  give  the  examples  here  of  groups  such  as
Sixteen Beaver in New York.

Some  of  these  projects  are  either  partially  or  fully
dematerialised and available as online resources or groups
such as AAARG.org
