To deeply listen to 
peoples discussing 

real and lived 
experiences of 

suicide

Reflect further on 
what I've heard, 

explore within myself 
some of the themes 
raised with others

Thinking more 
deeply about who 

holds agency in 
clinical practice, and 

how and when to 
intervene in clinical 

situations

Take these wider 
perspectives into 

more “ traditional” 
Suicide prevention 
forums and to work 

in a collaborative 
way

Zine with friends

Rest. Keep reading 
and listening

to encourage 
multiple 

perspectives, always

Attempt survivor 
designed research

Be brave enough to 
speak openly about it 

when I am able to. 
Professionally and 

personally

Where is power laisse 
we need to loosely talk 

about it

Increase humility - in 
that sense raised that 
suicide is a complex, 

multifaceted aspect of 
human experience, and 
there is no singular way 

of thinking about it

Taking more moments 
to pause (seems like 

anti-action) but I what I 
learned from the session 

is that this might be 
even more powerful 

than “doing”

To open up a 
conversation/workshop 

in my community

I really feel like I need 
more time to talk and 

think together with 
people on some of these 

issues

To give language to the 
unspeakable through 
creative workshops

Pausing when engaging 
with folks who are 

dealing with suicidality

I have enjoyed listening 
to the different voices 
today, and an action 

would be to think 
through how those 

different perspectives 
can be brought into my 

work and thinking

Think critically about 
suicide with my friends

Thinking about  tools 
and approaches that can 
cut through complexity 
of ways the world can 

be made unlivable, 
within and across social 
identifiers and types of 

layered oppression

Collaborate

Bring these discussions 
to my research group in 

Brazil
